FOR LOBSTER SALAD
2oz Cooked Lobster Knuckle and Claw, 
roughly chopped (may substitute lobster 
tails or shrimp)
2oz Mayonaise
1 Tsp Shallots, finely chopped 
1 Tsp Quinoa, cooked
1 Tsp Sriracha
1/2 Tsp Lemon Juice
Thoroughly mix together all ingredients. 
Place a generous amount on each 
deviled egg.

FOR THE RED QUINOA
1 Tbs Red Quinoa
6oz Water
1 Tsp Salt
1 Tsp Extra Virgin Olive Oil
Bring a small pot of water to a simmer 
and add quinoa. Cook until water 
is mostly absorbed and quinoa fluffs 
up and not crunchy. Strain grain for 
excessed water. Sprinkle over top of 
lobster salad.

2 Tbs Dijon Mustard
1 Tbs Sriracha Sauce
½ Tbs Cajun Spice
½ Tbs Lemon Juice
1 Tbs Fine Chopped Chives

PREPARATION FOR EGG FILLING
• Bring a deep pot of water to a boil on 
high heat. Reduce heat to low. When 
water stops boiling, place the eggs in 
the water using a skimmer or spoon. 
Increase the heat and back to boil for 
approximately 13-14 minutes.
• While eggs are boiling prepare an 
ice bath and set aside. After 14 minutes 
place eggs in ice bath let cool for 2-3 
minutes.
• Once the eggs have cooled completely, 
peel and slice in half lengthwise. Using a 
spoon, remove hardened egg yolks and 
place in a bowl. Place remaining whites 
in a flat dish.
• Using an electric mixer, beat egg yolks 
on low speed and crush with a fork.
